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Digital Imaging
Altering Tones Gradually
© Wes Bergen

Ever wonder how to get a grad-
ual change in tone over an entire
image? Suppose you took a wide
angle shot on a clear day with a
polarizing filter. The sky on one
side of the picture might be prop-
erly exposed while on the other
side it could be almost black. Se-
lecting a portion of the dark side
of the sky and brightening it up
will result in banding, regardless
of how much feathering you use.

The best way to even out the to-
nality in the sky is by using a
combination of an Adjustment
Layer and a Gradient.

The steps below describe how to
gradually lighten the left half of
the sky in the above photo (using
Photoshop).

• You will probably want to mask
areas of the image that were not
affected by the polarizer and are
already even in tone. In our ex-
ample, you simply use the
Magic Wand tool to select only
the sky.

• Create a Hue/Saturation Ad-
justment Layer.

• Increase the Lightness slider un-
til the left of the image is as
bright as the right half was. (This

will lighten all of the sky, but
don’t worry about that for now.)

• When you lighten the sky, it will
probably lose some saturation,
in which case you’ll need to in-
crease the Saturation slider too.

Now we will apply a gradient to
the Adjustment Layer so its effect
will be applied gradually: full ef-
fect on the left and no effect on
the right. First, ensure that the
Foreground colour is black.

• Select the Linear Gradient tool,
then use the Gradient picker to
select a Foreground to Trans-
parency gradient.

• Drag a line from the right edge
of the image to the left. This will
gradually reduce the lightening
effect of the Adjustment Layer
in the right half of the sky.

• If one side of the sky is still
lighter than the other, you can
double-click on the Adjustment
Layer in the Layers Palette to re-
open the Hue/Saturation dialog
box and make the necessary ad-
justments.

• When you’re happy with the re-
sult, flatten the image.

This method can also be used to
vignette an image or to create an
image that gradually becomes
desaturated in one area.

Slide Battle with
Southend-on-Sea Camera Club
The first skirmish in this cross-Atlantic competition took place on Feb-
ruary 27, 2003 with Dennis Milligan judging. Lions Gate and South-
end each entered 20 slides. The slides were scored from 1-20 rather
than the usual 1-10. A special bonus was that Norman and Pat
Payne from Southend were present. The slide battle was the brain-
storm of Norm and Pat so it was only fitting that they were there.
They have been entrusted to take the slides to Southend for the next
round. Norm “showcased” Southend with a slide show that gave us a
good overview of the town and the Southend Club. We were pre-
sented with a wonderful little book on Southend that was signed by
all the members of the Southend Club. A big thank you to Norm and Pat.

The first round of the battle was close. While not exactly achieving a
commanding lead, Lions Gate was ahead, receiving 300 points to
Southend’s 287 points. Too close to call.

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Parting Shot

In the mid 1990s,
Wild Bird Trust of
BC developed the
Maplewood Con-
servation Area in
North Vancouver.
From my front
room window in
North Burnaby I
could see the activ-
ity of volunteers
building paths, but
had no idea why
they were building
them. It was not
until I drove out to
Deep Cove one
day and saw a sign
saying “Osprey fes-
tival” that I realized
a bird sanctuary
had been con-
structed just ten
minutes from my
home.

I’ve had an interest
in birds and pho-
tography since I
was a kid, but the
rudimentary cameras I’ve owned
through the years could handle
subjects the size of an Ostrich, but
that was about it. On one of my
frequent visits to Maplewood, a
Short-eared Owl appeared from
nowhere and landed on a boul-
der not fifty feet away – incredi-
bly close, but not close enough
for the equipment at my disposal.
A few days later, I watched a Pil-
eated Woodpecker and Northern
Flicker hammering away on op-
posite sides of the same old tree
trunk forming a silhouette that I
shall never forget. That was it. To

celebrate my fiftieth birthday I
purchased a Canon camera body
and 500 mm lens and my project
“Images of Maplewood” began.

Early one morning last Spring I
encountered a young Cooper’s
Hawk hunting rats in the
Maplewood nursery. Normally
these birds are quite skittish, but
this one was so intent on its
quarry that it tolerated my ap-
proach until I was so close that
she would no longer fit in the
frame. I am still awe-struck by the
incredible intensity of her gaze.
