A Word from our Print Chair
John Freeland

We had a vote on our November
print night to get consensus on
updating our print categories.
The proposal was to replace the 4
print categories with 3 levels, as
we have for “slides” and “nature
slides”, and also to remove the
confusion regarding the digital
category. It is the quality of the
print that is being judged and not
the method by which it was
made. The plan is to replace the
80 square, black and white, col-
our, and digital categories with:

Level 1
– for beginner/intermediates,

Level 2
– for advanced/intermediates,

Level 3
– for advanced photographers.

We had consensus to change to
the 3 level system. It was voted to
start in June, instead of imple-
menting it right away. So, until
then we will continue with our
present categories.

NOTE: Members can bring 3
prints per month as some mem-
bers travel and are unable to
compete regularly throughout the
year. The maximum number of
entries per year remains at 24,
with the 18 best scores used for
award consideration.
