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It’ll Take You 15 Years

Overheard at a club night: “It’ll
take you 15 years to make all the
mistakes, and then you’ll still
make them”. Makes you think
doesn’t it? When pressed we
know a whole series of things that
have to be done to make a good
photo, but when we get out to
the actual photo site our brains
turn to mush. We forget the most
basic details: imagine if we drove
our cars like that.

When we learn how to create
photographs beyond the basics,
we quickly understand that there
are a number of steps we have to
take to operate the camera and
compose the image. Could it be
that we get careless because we
get too involved in the moment?
Are the consequences of failure
so minor that it just doesn’t mat-
ter? Bird photographers almost
boast about the high percentage
that gets thrown out. Perhaps the
fact that most birds move faster
than human reaction times is
some excuse. But what about still
standing or slow moving subjects.
Is there any exuse for those mo-
mentary lapses?

We humans are funny creatures.
We have the intelligence to create
stunningly sophisticated camera
equipment but then we get too
excited to remember how to use
it. We have wide peripheral vi-
sion that alerts us to a myriad of
dangers but when we look
through the viewfinder we can’t
see the edges of the frame. Our
zone of intelligent vision is so
small that while we’re concentrat-
ing on the center of interest we

just don’t notice other distracting
elements. Yet we know when we
see the final results that we made
a mistake.

Modern auto-everything cameras
help greatly with focus and expo-
sure. Multi-segment metering
helps to estimate the type of ex-
posure we want. Program mode
will try for an average shutter-
speed/aperture combination. All
these features are there to help
overcome the momentary brain
freeze that hits us when we see a
potential shot. If snap shots are
your goal then all’s well.

We also have the characteristic of
trying to improve everything we
do. Many of us want more than
sophisticated point-and-shoot so
we start the long journey to un-
derstanding photography. We
read, watch, listen, think, try and
stumble in our efforts to create
powerful images predictably.

When teaching basic photogra-
phy [ was often surprised how
rapidly people got a handle on
shutter speeds and apertures.
Depth of field was a little harder
to grasp but understanding came
quickly too. Basic compositional
guidelines soon made sense as
well. Even the rudiments of expo-
sure were understood and put
into practice. But for some rea-
son, no matter how often we dis-
cussed it, look around your
viewfinder seemed to be an elu-
sive step.

Perhaps what we need is not
more photography instruction but
some psychological direction. We
can be analytical to the extreme
when we sit looking at each
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other’s images and sometimes
even our own. Yet when we put a
camera viewfinder to our eye our
critical sense seems to evaporate.
All we have left is emotion when
we press the shutter button. [ sup-
pose we could try to detach our-
selves mentally from the image
we’re about to create. Imagine
we’re not ourselves and take the
image as if we were someone
else. Would the momentary sup-
pression of emotion and domi-
nance of analytical thinking help
us to remember the details? Try it
and see. I find it works for me
when I calm down enough to re-
member.

Under controlled conditions try to
create a series of shots that are
exactly what you’ll want when
you see the finished results. Plan
to show every one of the photos
you create without any explana-
tion or excuse. Focus your mind

and camera to get every detail
and think through all you know
about doing it right. Allow your-
self no throw-aways and plan to
show every shot. This will slow
you down and force you to work
accurately. Shoot as if every
frame cost $10. Now come to the
club and show us what you can

do. %
