How It’s Made

Working With
Watercolour
Do you want to have some
fun?

Get some Arches watercol-
our paper at an art supply
store. Buy the extra white
(so your colours are purer)
and with extra rough tex-
ture - to add interest to the
image.

At the same art supply
store, buy coloured ink (red, yel-
low and blue) and put each col-
our into individual bottles with a
pointed tip (ask at a beauty salon
for the little leftover throwaway
bottles used to apply hair dye).

Put the watercolour paper into a
tray bigger than the paper and
cover the paper with water for a
short time. (The paper should just
be dipped into the water and out
again.)

Tape the wet paper to a hard sur-
face to hold it straight and as firm
as possible, laid down flat so the
ink will not run off.

Realizing that the coloured ink is
going to run into each other, plan
where you would like to place
each colour and put big blobs of
it onto the wet paper.

While the ink remains wet spread
the ink around by pressing differ-
ent textures into the ink. The tex-
tures can be things like crushed
wax paper or saran wrap
stretched over the piece, sponge,
ribbon, etc. The sky is the limit.
The colours will run into each
other and create every colour un-

der the rainbow. If you find you
would like more of one colour
pick up the texture a bit and
squirt more of the colour under-
neath and press the texture piece
down again.

Let the work dry for a few hours
(overnight) without removing the
textures. Don’t get curious and lift
the textures or the lines will not
be crisp. After all is good and dry
take off the textures or leave
them on, or some of each.

With a clothespin hang up the
dried work in front of a bright
light bulb and the light will come
through the paper and the
colours will be very bright and
lovely. Since the ink will be three-
dimensional, light the paper also
from the front from each side with
the light stronger on one side.

Here the real fun begins. Put your
macro lens onto your camera and
look for very small pictures in
your large picture. It is like look-
ing for small golden images bur-
ied in the large picture and it is
very exciting. Doing landscape
pictures is sort of the same – iso-

lating images in a big scene only
the big scene now is your artwork.

Make a print of your small golden
images as big as you like. If you
would like to print digitally you
could print on watercolour paper
and get the same effect as the
original artwork. If you want, use
a black magic marker to make
distinctive markings on the fin-
ished print. Your imagination has
no limit and you have never had
so much fun in your life.

Gung Hey Fat Choy -
Wishing You Pros-
perity And Wealth
The celebration of the Chi-
nese New Year is widely ob-
served by the Chinese
community all over the world.
New Year’s Eve and New
Year’s Day are celebrated as a
family affair, a time of reunion
and thanksgiving. Celebra-
tions today are both literal
and symbolic. Red packets
containing money are given
to children as a symbol of
luck. Food offers well-wished
symbolism such as: oranges
and tangerines for wealth and
good fortune; fish for long life;
red dates for prosperity;
melon seeds for proliferation;
and lotus seeds means the
family will prosper through time.

The lunar calendar is based on
the cycles of the moon. Being 29
or 30 days in a lunar month, the
beginning of a lunar year can fall
anywhere between late January
and the middle of February. The
New Year Day of the Rooster falls
on February 9th, 2005. There are
12 animals named to the Chinese
horoscope:

1 = Rat 7 = Horse

2 = Ox 8 = Sheep

3 = Tiger 9 = Monkey

4 = Hare 10 = Rooster

5 = Dragon 11 = Dog

6 = Snake 12 = Pig

The Chinese believe that the ani-
mal ruling the year in which a

person is born has a profound in-
fluence on personality and it is
“the animal that hides in your
heart”. Those born in 1933,
1945, 1957, 1969, 1981, 1993,
2005 belong to the Year Of The
Rooster. The sign of the Rooster
indicates someone who is hard
working, lively, resourceful, sin-
cere and talented.

On Sunday, February 13th at
noon, a parade is scheduled in
Vancouver Chinatown. There will
be lots of photo opportunities,
and maybe a get together for
dim-sum as lunch!
