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What Does It All Mean

Have you heard yet that you
have to use a tripod? If you have-
n’t, just stick around and you will.
Carrying a tripod is not a weird
rite of passage. You have this
small problem with your pulse
that translates into camera move-
ment when you hand hold. If you
haven’t had this

number wins. Imagine your
embarrassment if your nearest
competitor can claim more pixels
than you: oh the shame!

Having the best equipment is crit-
ical to bragging rights. If you
don’t have the budget to keep up
you can always buy some weird
filters from the discount bins. You
might never

lecture yet the
first judge who
sees evidence of
camera move-
ment will tell
you: at length.

actually use
them but you
can spin some
interesting sto-
ries.

Getting the sharpest images pos-
sible is one of the holy grails of all
camera clubs. The theory is that
you buy a cheap camera body
and an expensive lens because a
body is just a box that holds the
film. But where are the bragging
rights in that? All you can say
about a lens is that it’s really
sharp. Now a fancy camera is
something else: you can dine out
for months on stories of all the
fancy features like the remote
control that opens your garage
door and starts your coffee
maker. Don’t forget to mention
how many pages there are in the
camera manual. The highest
number wins.

The RMS (Root Mean Square) of
a particular film is critical too.
You must get the film with the
lowest possible number so that
you’ll get the finest grain possible.
If you shoot digitally the highest

have you no-
ticed that no one ever talks about
how good their technique is or
what a good eye they’ve devel-
oped for composition? Get a
great shot and people will ask
what your equipment is or which
lens you used.

Perhaps we need to put aside our
typical Canadian reticence and
tell people of the hours of read-
ing, thinking and practicing we’ve
done. How we’ve worked so hard
to get a better understanding of
the light we saw and the compo-
sition we’ve created. Could it be
that we talk so much about the
stuff we use because we don’t
want to call attention to the fact
that we’ve been studying photog-
raphy on our own constantly for
ages?

All the hardware photography de-
pends on is important to the craft
but the art is created by you. In
our camera club we ask photog-

6
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raphers to come to critique our
images and share their knowl-
edge of the elements of excellent
photography. They speak of com-
position, light, perspective, col-
our, line and impact. Not one
judge has ever said you should
buy brand X instead of Y to im-
prove your work. Perhaps the

best thing we can do to improve
our photography is to activate
our brains more than our credit
cards. Your creativity and photo-
graphic vision is unique. To learn
your technique you’ll probably
imitate others you admire but
eventually you’ll find your own
vision. That’s what it’s all about. 3

and “Birds on the Bay” in Delta,
Surrey, Langley and White Rock
is going on at the time —a 4
month-long event highlighting
migratory birds and the areas
they inhabit. Guess what my Feb-
ruary exhibition is going to be
about!

Theme: find a theme that you
want to illustrate; then an appro-
priate title.

Size of photographs: an 11x17 or
larger can attract more attention,
but small is beautiful, too; more-
over, a smaller, less expensive
print might sell more easily. [ now
intersperse 16x20 with lots of
8x10, 8x8 as well as 10x14 and
12x16 — they make nice clusters.

Photos: start collecting slides/neg-
atives that will fit into the theme
and have prints made or print
them yourself.

Mats: a good colour match will
make a good photo better and an
excellent photo stand out. Indif-
ferent matting and inappropriate
colours can kill it. Single, double
and triple mats as well as grooved
mats are varieties you can cut or
buy.

Frames: decide on the look you
want and buy or make your
frames: metal or wood, simple or
fancy, basic or coloured. If you
are an individual member of
CAPA you can borrow 16x20
frames from CAPA Pacific Zone.
They have many in storage.

Measure the space that you have
and design a layout for the walls.
Frequently it looks best when
larger or darker pictures are on
the lower row.

to tell your audience or buyers,
eg. cost (if permitted). Hand writ-
ten labels may look better/ more
personal than a plain typed ones.
Be creative.

Autobiography: produce one with
your picture on it and hang it
somewhere within your exhibit.
You can also make a portfolio or
autobiographic book with other
photos and all your awards and
other information in it, such as
costs, what else you do.

Guest book: have one handy for

people to sign. It’s great reading
all the comments.

Business cards: have them handy
so that people can take them.
