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Digital Projection

As you've seen at slide and na-
ture nights lately, LGCC now has
a digital projector. After research-
ing the different types and resolu-
tions available, we settled on a
Panasonic. The main reason for
this choice was that the resolution
(XGA) was the best we could af-
ford at this time. XGA allows us
to project images at 1024x768
pixels, which is much sharper and
more pleasing to a photogra-
pher’s eye than the 800x600 pro-
jectors that are available at most
discount places.

Secondly, this projector has a
bulb-cooling fan power supply
that kicks in when the power cord

is disconnected. Since bulbs for
these units are costly, we felt that
this extra bit of protection was
worthwhile. This feature will pro-
tect the bulb and the psychological
well being of the projectionist too.

We also wanted a simple-to-oper-
ate unit so that projectionists
wouldn’t have to relearn the op-
eration each slide night. While we
have had some growing pains as
[ learned how to set up the pro-
jector, for now those issues are
pretty well resolved. So now if
you scan your images, shoot digi-
tally or do digital slideshows
you’ll be able to show your work
to the other members of the club
just as the slide and print makers
can. %

Jane Hansell has heard from
many of you that you love the
Showcase venue. She is plan-
ning to have more “Show and
Tell” nights where you can
show your images and speak
about them.

The number of images you may
enter on Slide Nights is now 3
per night. Maximum entries per
vear remains at 24, with the 18
best scores used for award con-
sideration.

The number of images you may
enter on Nature Night has also
increased to 3 per night. Maxi-
mum entries per year is 15, with
the 10 best scores used for
award consideration. In recog-
nition of different skills, three
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levels have been introduced.
This corresponds to the 3 levels
in Slides (novice, intermediate,
and advanced).

* Members can bring 3 prints on
Print Night. Maximum entries
per year remains at 24, with the
18 best scores used for award
consideration.

* Linda Mueller has exciting up-
coming photographic outings in
the works. Linda has also intro-
duced a very popular informal
viewing of images from “Out-
ings” at break time.

* You will not want to miss the
very informative workshops that
Deane is planning.
