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To Digitize Or...

With the advent of the internet,
photography news spreads rap-
idly. Information about rumoured
new equipment, problems with
existing products and changes
that are coming travels around
the globe in seconds. Sometimes
it’s great news and other times it’s
less pleasing. Here’s what [ found
on the ‘net the other day:

So long, slide projectors. Accord-
ing to published reports, Eastman
Kodak Co., the principal US
manufacturer of slide projectors,
has told customers that it will
cease production of the machines
in 2004. “The handwriting has
been on the wall,” said Merri-Lou
McKeever, Kodak’s product man-
ager for slide projectors. “In the
past three years, the decline has
been very fast.”” Twenty years
ago, the story said, Kodak sold al-
most 300,000 slide projectors.
This year it will sell 18,000.

Earlier this year Kodak also an-
nounced that it would no longer
manufacture film cameras. While
Kodak wasn’t a major player in
the market most of us are inter-
ested in, at the recent trade show
(PMA) in Las Vegas the only new
film cameras announced were the
Canon Elan 7 N and 7 EN. Vast
numbers of digital cameras from
point-and-shoots to the high end
pro DSLRs. In photo retailing the
digital camera has arrived and
has breathed new life into sales
and interest in amateur photogra-
phy. One bulletin board com-
ments that by the end of this year
about 90% of pros will have
switched to digital.

What will this mean for the future
of slides and camera clubs?
CAPA is currently canvassing
their member clubs about the
possibility of purchasing digital
projectors. Some clubs have
spawned special interest groups
(SIGs) that focus on digital. In
Burnaby, Don Nagy has started
the Pacific Digital Photography
Club that meets at the Lochdale
School on the first Tuesday of the
month, and is interested solely in
digital. At the North Shore Chal-
lenge the evening started with a
demonstration of digital projec-
tion of last year’s top slides as a
slide/sound show. Discussions of
where photography will go are
like those we heard some years
ago about audio systems. Re-
member hearing about the virtues
of CD versus vinyl record? That
discussion still goes on with au-
diophiles adhering to both sides.
Film vs. digital will probably go
the same way. Some of us will
adopt the digital darkroom with
enthusiasm while others prefer
the ways that are familiar. The
question often lost in these dis-
cussions is: does it matter? If you
can’t tell what type of equipment
was used, does it matter whether
chemicals or pixels made an im-
age? A poor photograph made
on the best equipment is still a
poor photograph.

Having spent years working on
my darkroom skills, [ abandoned
the darkroom to spend more of
my photography time being out-
doors photographing the subjects
I’'m drawn to. Now [ dabble in
digital manipulation and enjoy it
though I'd still rather be outside
shooting. How about you? &#
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
