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Member Profile
Wes & Marja Bergen

Wes and Marja met in 1966 and
married in 1969. In the months
before they married, Marja took a
night school class in basic cook-
ing skills, while Wes took a course
in basic photography. Wes’s pho-
tography instructor (Don Murray)
told his class about Lions Gate
Camera Club and what a good
place it was to continue learning
about photography.

For their honeymoon, they trav-
elled around Europe for five
weeks and upon returning home,
Wes joined the LGCC. That sum-
mer on their holidays, Wes prac-
tised his new hobby, and Marja
found herself constantly telling
him what he should be taking
pictures of. Soon Marja had to
have her own camera, and joined
LGCC in the fall). Both of them
have been members of LGCC
pretty well as long as they’ve
been married – 36 years!

Wes and Marja started out with
Minolta cameras and used the
same make until only recently.
Wes still uses an old Minolta for
slide work. Being rather frugal,

they shared lenses. Around 1976
they also invested in a Bronica, in
order to produce better quality
prints – colour for Wes, and black
& white for Marja. Around 1980
Wes bought a 4x5 Linhof. He
wanted to get into the stock mar-
ket business, and in those days,
the larger format transparencies
were pretty well a must if you
wanted to sell photos for calen-
dars and postcards. It helped him
get a foot in the door. In later
years Wes also found the Bronica
useful for commercial work.

When their son Jeff was born, he
tagged along on many club out-
ings. At age three, he spent time
with Marja in the darkroom. On
an outing to Manning Park with
NAPA (now CAPA) someone
took a picture of two-year-old Jeff
standing on one side of a bush
very seriously composing a pic-
ture with his toy camera, while
someone from the Victoria Cam-

era Club was on the other side,
composing her picture.

Although Wes and Marja share
this hobby – which at times be-
came work – their tastes are quite
different. Wes enjoys colour
work, photographing mostly sce-
nic and nature subjects. Marja
prefers to photograph people,
and especially children, in black
& white. When they travel, Wes
tends to take the scenics, while
Marja concentrates on close-ups
of wildflowers and weeds. They
appreciate each other’s work,
even though their subjects of
choice differs so much, and are
able to help each other with opin-
ions and advice – but not always
listening to each other.

Wes got into doing quite a bit of
stock photography, beginning by
selling 4x5 and medium format
transparencies for calendars,
postcards and tourism publica-
tions. Marja sold black and white
people pictures to religious and
educational publishing houses,
mailing out packages of 8x10
glossies on spec. Later they
started a small stock agency,
called Diarama, which they ran
for ten years. Between 1986 and
1988 Marja freelanced for the
Now newspaper group, which

gave her a lot of opportunities to
do the child photography she en-
joys. Last year Marja started a
business doing candids of chil-
dren while Wes continues teach-
ing classes in Photoshop.

Marja: “I still enjoy photography
but my drive to compete has
waned quite a bit in recent years.
I guess I’ve become a little more
stubborn, wanting to do my own
thing instead of creating pictures
for judges. Neither do I put pres-
sure on myself to produce great
quantities of work as I used to.
Perhaps this is because my inter-
est in other things, such as writ-
ing, is taking a lot of my time.”

Wes: “Although I still use my
Minolta SLR, I find that I’m using
my digital camera more often
now than the 35mm. I’m begin-
ning to feel lost if I can’t digitally
manipulate my slides or prints be-
fore entering them in a competi-
tion.”

LGCC has been a big part of Wes
and Marja’s life together and they
have been actively involved since
joining and wouldn’t think of giv-
ing it up. Every once in a while,
they think about moving to an-
other area, but one question they
always ask is, “Will we still live
close enough to ‘our’ Camera
Club?”
