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Slides Punchier at Home?
Some Reasons Why.

“It looked so much brighter,
(meaning better), at home.”
How often have you heard this
cry of dismay or perhaps uttered
it yourself when you viewed your
slide at the club? That subtle
lighting that looked so appealing
at home now just looks dull. That
nicely exposed image suddenly
appears too dark. What hap-
pened? It could be any number of
things. Here are just a few of
them.

1. Ambient Light

Sometimes it’s the ambient light.
Remember how bright it gets in
the room in July and August?
Even with the black covers on the
windows a bit of light gets in and
can dilute the “punch” from the
best of images. There’s not much
you can do about this one other
than support the movement afoot
to purchase proper window
shades.

2. Screen Reflectance

A screen’s reflectance characteris-
tics are a pretty important deter-
miner of how brightly an image
will project. Chances are just
about 100% that your home
screen will reflect light differently
from the club screen. It will give
you an idea of the exposure but it
won’t let you know exactly how
the image will look at the club.
Those slide nights come around
pretty quickly too. For those pro-
crastinators among us, (author in-
cluded), precious slide selection
minutes can’t be squandered on
setting up the screen. Projecting

on the wall will have to do. So
now we have another variable.
Just how different are the quali-
ties of that off-white wall from the
club screen?

3. Distance between Projector
and Screen

How far is your home projector
from that wall, er, screen? The
club projector is located about 17
feet from the screen which is in
line with CAPA standards based
on the intensity of the light pro-
jected. If this distance is farther
than what your set-up at home
allows your image will have to
travel a greater distance at the
club. It will lose some of its bright-
ness on the trip.

4. Distance between You and
Screen

If you sit in the front row you’ll
get the brightest view of your im-
age. That doesn’t mean the expo-
sure’s perfect but it will show
better up front than all the way
back by the coffee machine.

We put our judges in the front
row so they can see the light.

5. Strength of Bulb

Of course you all know the
brighter the bulb, the brighter the
image. We currently use 300W
bulbs at the club. There was a
time when we used a higher in-
tensity bulb but their high burn-
out rate made them too
expensive. Check the wattage on
your projector bulbs at home to
see how they compare with the
club’s.

Amidst the Chaos

“You and your weeds!” is the
good-humoured comment I often
get from Wes when we return
from the lab and review my
slides. He’s right. Weeds have
been a major focus of my shoot-
ing for many years, one I never
tire of.

There’s a wondrous challenge in
finding order in the chaos of an
overgrown patch of greenery at
the side of a road or in a forest’s
underbrush. When photograph-
ing a bed of tulips or daffodils, or-
ganizing a composition is not too
difficult. But although I love to
photograph cultivated flowers, it’s
even more special to me to find
something meaningful amidst the
wild stuff of nature - those things
that have chosen their own way
to grow with no interference from
mankind.

Within what appears to be an in-
significant jumble, something
beautiful often waits to be re-
vealed. It may be a group of in-
teresting leaves contrasting with
less dominant foliage surrounding
it or perhaps a clump of tall
grasses, their blades bowing over
in unison. It doesn’t matter if I
can’t name the plants. It’s the
form, texture and expressiveness
that are important to me.

I have many good memories of
times spent with weeds. For a
number of years I looked forward
to buttercup season when thou-
sands of the small yellow blooms
appeared amongst the tall wild
grass of the meadow in Deer
Lake Park, not far from my

home. I spent many happy hours
lying in the midst of them, waiting
for the breeze to stop moving
them about. Sometimes I lay on
my back and pointed my lens up,
focusing on them as they danced
at the end of their lanky stems,
the blue sky beyond. I enjoyed
capturing these small “unimpor-
tant” flowers in this way, trying to
give them the look of significance
I felt they deserved. For me, a
rose can’t offer as much excite-
ment or satisfaction.

One year, as we traveled through
Utah, we selected a campsite with
groupings of foxtail grass growing
around its borders. That evening
and the following morning I only
needed to walk a few steps to
photograph one of my favourite
subjects. I was ready and able to
capture those beautiful plants in a
wide variety of lighting condi-
tions. As the sun set and cast its
soft orange glow on the grasses, I
worked happily with my macro
lens, on one occasion surprising a
small spider that had climbed into
the mass of feathered stems.

A couple of months ago I spent
an especially rewarding time at
the Barkerville Cemetery.

Amongst gravestones dating back
as far as 1863, grew a rich variety
of weeds of all shapes, textures
and colours. They looked like
they naturally belonged, giving
the graves the appearance of not
having been disturbed since the
town was a thriving community.
The plots were so much more at-
tractive than if they had been
covered with perfectly mown
grass.

It was our good fortune to be
there one morning after a night of
heavy rain. Leaves that would
otherwise have been very plain
were now adorned by raindrop
jewels around their rims. Hun-
dreds of shiny droplets sparkled

on the ends of other plants’ feath-
ery fronds. This weed garden was
colourful, filled with well-saturated
hues of yellow, orange, and
green. The sky was cloudy but
bright, perfect conditions for
macro photography. I worked
joyously, feeling fortunate to have
a hobby that has taught me to
see and appreciate what many
would never notice.
