Outing to Stanley Park
Sunday, Oct 24th

A fall outing to Stanley Park pro-
vides a great variety of subject
matter for us to capture.

We plan to meet at the Aquarium
at 13:00 – If the weather is fine
there are wonderful images to
capture in the immediate area.
The autumn colours could be
lovely along the trails, migratory
birds, and frequently squirrel, rac-
coon, and occasionally skunk and
coyotes may be seen around Lost
Lagoon or Beaver Lake. Also to-
tem poles, statues, children’s play
areas, the sea wall and shore line
with marinas in the foreground
and city scapes in the distance
will be within easy walking dis-
tance of the Aquarium.

If the weather is poor we can visit
the Aquarium where the sea ot-
ters and belugas, octopus and sea

anemonies, and 1001 other
fascinating sea creatures would
be enchanting to capture. I have
checked with the Aquarium and
tripods are allowed but may be
somewhat restricted in busy ar-
eas.

Entrance fees: Adults - $16.50
and a group rate for ten is
$15.50; Seniors $12.50

Getting there: There will be a
sign-up sheet for those requiring
transportation. Parking fees are in
place throughout the Park. The
bus #19 goes close to the Park’s
bus terminal which is near the
Aquarium. But there is no trans-
portation around the Park in fall.
