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How to Write for Photolog
Margaret Barr

What to Write About
Any story that tells us about an
interesting photographic experi-
ence you’ve had, is something
you’ve learned that others can
learn from, or is a photographing
opportunity for others, will be in-
teresting to our readers. I’m al-

How to Format Your
Story
“How do I write my photography
story for Photolog?” is a question
I’ve been asked a few times in my
short stint as editor. So here are
ten tips (mostly from the Decem-
ber 2004 issue) to get you going.

• Give your article a title. Don’t
use bold, italics or underlining.
Use a capital letter only for the
first letter in a word (see my title
above).

• Put your name under the title.

• If you want a subheading put it
on a separate line. Don’t use
bold, italics or underlining. Use
a capital letter only for the first
letter in a word.

• Press the enter key only once at
the end of a heading or at the
end of a paragraph (i.e., don’t
doublespace!).

• Don’t indent your paragraphs.

• Only one space between sen-
tences please!

• Use the default font and font
size in your word processing

program for all text (i.e., no
fancy fonts!).

• You can use some bold, italics
or underlining in the body of
your text (but not for headings).

• AVOID using all capitals for
words in headings or text since
this is considered poor style.

• Save the file in Rich Text For-
mat (rtf) if you can. A Word doc-
ument (doc) is your second
choice.

It’s a good idea to use spell check
before you send your article - and
make sure any names are spelled
correctly. Have you used e-mail
or website addresses? Then you
need to remove the hyperlink -
click the Backspace key immedi-
ately after the text turns blue.
